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NELSON BRYAN BANKS

Nelson Bryan Banks was born on April 17, 1917, in New Bern, North
Carolina, son of Ottis M. and Ella N. Banks, now deceased. His formative
years were spent in New Bern where he attended the public schools, after
which he completed special courses in Dairying and Ice Cream
Manufacturing at Penn State College in Pennsylvania and North Carolina
State University, Raleigh.

In 1940 he was employed by Maola Milk and Ice Cream Company of
Washington, North Carolina, as Production Manager and later was promoted
to Vice President and Manager, which position he retained until he resigned
to accept the position of Recorder of Sudan Temple.

During World War I, he served in the United States Army as a Sergeant
in the 32nd. Red Arrow Infantry Division, stationed in the Philippines and
after the surrender of the Japanese Forces, remained in the Pacific on
occupational duty in Japan.

Married to the former Evelyn Lucille Moore of Chocowinity, North
Carolina, on June 1, 1946, Nelson has one son, Nelson Jr. of Statesville, North
Carolina, who is a Master Mason, and one grandson.

While living in Washington, he was active in the Boy Scouts of America,
serving as a Scoutmaster, District Commissioner and District Chairman. In
recognition of his leadership and dedication to the scouting program and
unselfish service rendered to the young boys in the area, the East Carolina
Council, Boy Scouts of America, awarded him the coveted Silver Beaver
Award.

Nelson’s long and eventful Masonic pilgrimage began when he was raised
a Master Mason in Orr Lodge No. 104, Washington, North Carolina, on May 2,
1950, and he later served this lodge with distinction as its Master in 1956.
While still residing in the Beaufort County area, he served as District Deputy
Grand Master of the Third Masonic Districtand it washerealso that he joined
the York Rite Bodies and served as High Priest of the Chapter, Illustrious
Master of the Council, and Commander of the Commandery. He is currentlya
member of the New Bern York Rite Bodies and in 1976 served as Grand
Commander of the Grand Commandery of Knights Templar of North
Carolina. He is also a Past Sovereign, Earl of Craven Allied Masonic Degrees,
and Past Sovereign, Saint Titus Red Cross of Constantine, a member of the
North Carolina College, Societas Rosicruciana, and hasbeen honored with the
" Knights Templar Cross of Honor.

Shortly after returning to his hometown of New Bern in 1960, he was
approached by a group of active Masons in the area whose dedication and
insight led to the formation of a new lodge in the city, and Nelson who was
actively involved in this endeavor, was elected to serve as the first Master of
Berne Lodge No. 724 and served in this capacity for the years of 1961, 1962
and 1963. Held in high esteem and regard by the brethren of his lodge, he was
awarded a life membership in 1967.

An active member of the New Bern Scottish Rite Bodies, he is presently
serving as Director of the Work in New Bern Consistory and as Chairman of
the Inspector General’s Advisory Conference. In October of 1967, he was
elected and invested with the Rank and Decoration of the Court of Honor by
the Supreme Council of the Scottish Rite, Southern Jurisdiction, and in 1971
in recognition of his outstanding service and dedication, he was elected to
receive the honor of Sovereign Grand Inspector Honorary or 33°.

His interest and labors in behalf of the crippled and burned child began
when he crossed the hot sands of the desert and was created a Noble of the
Mystic Shrine of Sudan Temple on January 25, 1951. Selected by his Temple
to serve as its Recorder, he returned to New Bern on August 1, 1960 and
accepted this position. He immediately began an intense program that
involved visitation to each Shrine Club within the jurisdiction of the Temple
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and stressed organization at the local level. As a result of his leadership and
the splendid cooperation received from the officers and members alike, the
Temple membership has grown from 6,512 in 1960 to the present membership
of 11,173. In 1960 the Temple had 29 Shrine Clubs and 7 Uniformed Units and
growth has also been experienced in these areas as indicated by the 42 Shrine
Clubs now operating within the jurisdiction of Sudan Temple and the color
and pageantry displayed at the present time by the Temple’s 26 Uniformed
Units.

Nelson is a Past Director of New Bern Court No. 145, Royal Order of
Jesters, an organization within the Shrine, and is at the present time serving
as its Impresario. He has also received the Grand Cross of Color, presented by
the Rainbow for Girls.

Not only has he been involved in the Shrine on the local level but he has
been actively engaged in a number of programs of the Imperial Council,
Shrine of North America, having served as Co-Chairman, National
Membership of the Imperial Council; as a member of the Imperial Masonic
Relations Committee: Tellers Committee; and was elected chairman of the
committee to re-write and update the office manual used by Recorders
throughout North America. He has also served as Regional Director of Wills
and Gifts for Shriners Hospital for Crippled Children and Chairman of the
Imperial Recorders of North America Seminar held in Tampa, Florida, in
February of 1981 and is currently serving as an Imperial Council
Representative.

Indicative of the love and respect afforded Nelson by his fellow Recorders
throughout the United States and Canada, he was elected President of the
Shrine Recorder’s Association of North America in 1972, and following his one
year tenure of service in this office, in 1973, in Atlanta, Georgia, during the
annual meeting of the Association, he was elected to the office of Secretary-
Treasurer, which position he retains to this day. Further evidence of the high
regard held for him in Shrine circles is indicated in the fact he has been
awarded honorary memberships in 80 Shrine Temples in North America.

Realizing the respect and esteem in which Nelson was held by the
approximately 73,000 Masons in 392 Masonic Lodges throughout North
Carolina, and the dedication and love for Freemasonry displayed by him in
the 25 years he had been a Master Mason, in April of 1975, Most Worshipful S.
Frank Noble Jr., Grand Master of Masons of North Carolina, appointed
Nelson as Grand Steward of the Grand Lodge and he has progressed through
the Grand Lodge Line of officers and was elected Grand Master on April 22,
1981. During his progression through the line, he has served on a number of
committees in the Grand Lodge including the Lodge Service Commission,
Charters and Dispensations, Committee on 1976 Observance, Committee on
Masonic Publications and Ceremonies, Masonic Education, Jurisprudence
and Laws Committee, Finance Committee, and the Boards of Oxford
Orphanage and The Masonic and Eastern Star Home. He hasbeen a Certified
Lecturer since 1953.

Active in all phases of the civic and business community in which he
resides, he has served as Mayor Pro Tem of the Town of Washington Park, a
member of the New Bern Planning Board, a Director of the New Bern
Housing Authority, and is an active member of the New Bern Rotary Club,
where he is a Director-Elect for 1981-1982. He has served as President of the
New Bern Savings & Loan Association, the oldest banking institution in
Craven County, its existence dating back to 1887, and on January 12, 1977,
was elected Chairman of the Board of Directors, which position he still
retains.

Even though his involvement in Masonic and civic endeavors has been
both rewarding and time consuming, his commitment to God and his church
has held high priority in his life as evidenced in his activities as a Methodist
layman. While living in Washington, he served as a Lay Leader and was
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Chairman of the Church Official Board. He is presently a member of
Centenary United Methodist Church in New Bern where he hasserved on the
Official Board and as a Sunday school teacher.

Certainly a history of the distinguished career of this outstanding Mason,
civic and business leader, would be far from complete if we failed to include
the fact he has been decorated as a Kentucky Colonel and commissioned an
Admiral in the Texas Navy.

A man with little time for leisure or hobbies, Nelson does enjoy traveling
and has traveled three-fourths the way around the world to the countries of
Holland, Germany, France, Switzerland, Italy, Greece, Ireland, Japan,
Taipei, China and the Hawaiian Islands, as well as throughout the United
States and Canada. He has said many times, however, that of all the beautiful
places he has visited in the world, he has seen nothing to compare with the
beautiful place we call home.

Nelson is a person who believes in his country and the principles upon
which it was founded. He has often remarked that whenever the American
flag passes in review, or when the beautiful strains of The Star Spangled
Banner are heard. that a lump will appear in his throat and a tear of
appreciation is visible in his eye.

The great American President Theodore Roosevelt once said, “The men
who have the right ideals are those who have the courage to strive for the
happiness which comes only with labor and service” . .. The life of Nelson
Banks has been one of labor and service motivated by love; love for his family,
his friends, his church, his fraternity and his community. His aim has always
been. and continues to be, to serve—rather than to be served.
